CLEARWATER RIVER WATERSHED DISTRICT NEWS

The Clearwater River Watershed District (CRWD) has water quality monitoring
data for Clearwater Lake since 1981.

o The 2008 water quality monitoring showed that in the east part of Clearwater Lake

# the phosphorus and chlorophyll-a concentrations continue to follow the historical
trend, which is lowering. The secchi disk reading is seven foot on average. The
west part of Clearwater Lake is very similar in phosphorus and chlorophyll-a
concentrations, but the secchi disk reading is slightly less than six foot on average.
Phosphorus loading in Clearwater Lake in 2008 was well below the 5,000 pound
goal set for the lake.

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Several incentive programs are available to residents interested in protecting water quality in district lakes,
rivers, and streams. For more information about any of the following programs, please call the Clearwater
River Watershed District Office at (320) 274-3935.

Shoreline Buffer Incentive

District residents with lakefront or riverfront property can receive a one-time incentive of $250 from the
CRWD to plant a shoreline buffer. These buffers of beautiful native plants not only protect water quality
by preventing sediment and nutrient runoff; they also attract a variety of birds, butterflies, and other
wildlife. Technical assistance to plant a buffer is available from local Soil and Water Conservation District
Offices. A number of area landscapers can also design and install a shoreline buffer.

Farm Buffer Incentive

Farmers who have a lake or river near their property can receive an additional incentive from the CRWD
for joining the Federal Conservation Reserve Program. The CRWD will offer a one-time payment of
$200/acre to a farmer who enrolls and establishes a buffer in the Conservation Reserve Program.
Farmers who plant seeded, harvestable buffers along lakes, rivers, streams, or county ditches and leave
those buffers for a three-year period, can receive a one-time payment of $350/acre from the CRWD.
These are just two of several incentives available to farmers. Please contact the District Office at (320)

Rain Garden Incentive

The CRWD will pay a one-time incentive of $2.50 per sq. ft to plan and maintain a rain garden on
lakeshore property. The payment is limited to an area of no more than 10% of the impervious surface on
the property. The rain garden plan must be pre-approved by the CRWD to qualify. For more information
about rain gardens and their benefits to water quality, visit the website for Rice Creek Watershed District's
Blue Thumb Education Program at http://bluethumb.org/why/.

Animal Feedlot Incentive

Animal producers upgrading their feedlots to reduce phosphorus runoff, may be eligible for financial
assistance from the CRWD. The incentive amount is based on the amount of phosphorus required and
the distance between the feedlot and surface water. Once again, contact the CRWD office at (320) 274-

the CRWD and the CLPO. The
Watershed District levies the
assessment and collects and
accounts for the money. Certified
applicators and volunteers from
Clearwater Lake apply the milfoil
treatment. It has been a very
successful project over a number of
years.

The Wright County Sheriff's office is looking for volunteers to be part of the Clearwater Lake Water
Patrol. Volunteers are asked to monitor lake activity that may be dangerous to others or illegal. The
Sheriff's Office is not asking for volunteers to “arrest” anybody. What they are seeking is extra eyes to
spot and report dangerous or illegal activities. Volunteering as a member of the water patrol can be
done from your deck, yard, boat, or anywhere you are viewing activity on the lake.

Last year the 10 members of the Clearwater Lake Water Patrol volunteered 677 hours monitoring lake
activity. This is up from 462 hours in 2007! We had the most hours in all of Wright County. Thank
you, volunteers!
