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CLEARWATER RIVER WATERSHED DISTRICT PURSUES GRANT FUNDING FOR WATER QUALITY 

IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS.  

 

The Clearwater River Watershed District was established in 1975 to comprehensively manage the water resources in the 
159 square mile watershed.  It includes portions of Meeker, Stearns and Wright Counties and the municipalities of 

Watkins, Kimball, and Annandale, as well as all or parts of various townships.  The five-member Board of Managers 

oversees activities in the watershed, assisted by an administrator and assistant administrator and a contracted engineer.  

The District has undertaken a number of projects to improve conditions, including the several projects encompassing the 
Clearwater River Chain of Lakes Restoration Project, wetland restorations, aquatic vegetation and rough fish 

management, and promotion of agricultural BMPs (Best Management Practices).  The District was awarded the DNR's 

Watershed District of the Year in 2004.  District Engineer Norm Wenck has 45 years of experience in environmental and 
water resources engineering. 

 

In an effort to continue improving water quality the District is pursuing grant funding for the following potential 

projects. 

 

Clearwater River Watershed Fertilizer Field Trial  

 

Summary 
Agricultural runoff is a significant source of nutrients to the Clearwater River and impaired lakes in the watershed.  

Fertilizers are generally applied to fields at a standard rate, even though soil nutrient levels, soil type, and pH may vary 
significantly across the field. 

 

The Proposed field trial includes systematic soil tests on up to 10,000 acres of critical cropland to determine the proper 

amount of fertilizer to be spread in each field grid based on the results of the soil tests. 
 

Monitoring will be conducted at drain tile outlets from selected fields.  Samples will also be collected from two tile 

outlets in fields that are not a part of the field trial to be used as background data for comparison.  The results will be 
publicized to encourage wider application of this technique. 

 

Expected Outcomes 
The field trial will demonstrate the feasibility and utility of systematic soil testing in reducing fertilizer application and 

thus phosphorus load in agricultural runoff.  This technology can be implemented throughout the agricultural areas of the 

state to cut down on fertilizer costs and reduce runoff of nutrients into adjacent water bodies. 

 
The outcomes of the field trial are a reduction in phosphorus from fertilizer exported to impaired waters from cropland, 

and a quantification, evaluation, and publication of the load reduction achieved. 

 

Lake Betsy Hypolimnetic Nutrient Reduction 

 

Summary 
Lake Betsy is a 148 acre lake in Meeker County south of the City of Kimball that is impaired by high nutrient 
concentration, including high internal phosphorus load.  The Clearwater River flows through the lake, trapping nutrients 

from the upper watershed in the lake sediments.  This project would pump nutrient-rich water from the lake hypolimnion 

and use it to irrigate a nearby farm field.  Intensive monitoring will be completed to evaluate the effectiveness of the 
BMP (best Management Practice) in reducing internal load.  Lake inflows and outflows will be monitored for flow and 

quality, while weekly temperature and dissolved oxygen profiles and bi weekly nutrient profiles will be taken to evaluate 

impact on lake water quality.  Volume and timing of withdrawals will be tracked to estimate load reduction. 

 

Expected Outcomes 

The project will assess the cost-effectiveness of lake hypolimnetic withdrawal and irrigation as an internal phosphorus 

load management BMP and evaluate its transferability to lakes in the Clearwater River Watershed District and 

elsewhere.

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Fantasy Fudge 
 
6 cups sugar     
3 sticks margarine    
1  1/3 cups evaporated milk 
2 12 oz. pkgs chocolate chips 
1 - 13 OZ jar marshmallow creme  
2 tsp vanilla 
2 cups chopped nuts (optional) 
 
Combine sugar, margarine & milk in a heavy 5-
quart dutch oven; bring to a full rolling boil, 
stirring constantly.  Boil 5 minutes over 
medium heat or until candy thermometer 
reaches 234, stirring constantly to prevent 
scorching.  Remove from heat; stir in 
chocolate chips until melted.  Add 
marshmallow crème, nuts & vanilla; beat until 
well-blended.  Pour into two greased 9X13 
pans.  Cool & cut into squares.  Makes 6 
pounds. 

 

Carmel Nut Balls 
1 cup walnuts    ¼ tsp salt 
¼ cup butter    ¾ cups sour cream 
1 cup brown sugar (packed)  1 tsp vanilla 
1 cup sugar 
 
Chop ½ cups walnuts into medium size pieces. 
Chop remaining ½ cup walnuts into fine pieces (for coating) 
Melt butter in heavy 2 qt pan 
Add sugars, salt & sour cream 
Cook over low heat, stirring until sugars dissolve 
Cover and boil slowly for 5 minutes 
Uncover and cook rapidly without stirring to 236 (soft ball) 
Remove from heat and cool to lukewarm 
Add vanilla and beat until mixture is creamy and begins to hold 
its shape 
Stir in medium size nuts 
Drop by teaspoon onto wax paper and shape into balls 
Roll in finely chopped nuts 
 

This recipe is rather time consuming, but the results are much appreciated by candy lovers and looks great spaced 
around a pretty plate with other candies or cookies. 

Candy Strawberries 
2 (3 OZ) pkgs strawberry gelatin   1 tsp vanilla 
1 cup finely ground pecans   red sugar crystals 
1 cup ground coconut    green food color 
2/3 cup sweetened condensed milk  slivered almonds 
 
Mix together gelatin, pecans, coconut, condensed milk and vanilla.  Shape mixture into strawberries* chill at least 1 
hour. 
Roll berries in sugar crystals. 
Add food color to almonds to tint a delicate green.  Use for leaves and stems of berries.  Store in a cool place.  
Makes about 48, depending on size. 
**Note:  Your hands will get red with stains from the gelatin as you shape the mixture into strawberries, so you 
might want to wear some thin rubber gloves.
