CLPO BOARD MEETING - Tuesday, April 27, 2010, 6:30 p.m., Dean Flygare’s Shop 
  
Present:  Tom Bacon, Bill Lovgren, Keith Jerpseth, Sandy Jerpseth, Jerry Truman, Dean 
Flygare, Lee Carlson, Ron Schmidt, Marvin Brunsell, Vicky Greene, Marcy Segner and Vi 
Novotne 
 
President Tom Bacon opened the meeting at 7 p.m. 
  
 Real Estate Market:  Keith Jerpseth suggested that the current Clearwater Lake area 
real estate market could be an agenda topic for the annual meeting.  Discussion.   A 5-10 
minute presentation of statistics, including a few minutes for property owner questions, 
with additional time after the meeting for further questions, are planned. Vicky Greene 
and Marcy Segner, realtors for RE/MAX Realty, invited to this board meeting, agreed to 
make the presentation.  
 Clearwater River Watershed Assessment:  CRWD Manager, Marvin Brunsell, asked for 
Clearwater Lake support for the use of 1980 Project Maintenance Fund.  This fund is needed 
for working capital for maintenance projects. At times, questions are directed to the 
Watershed Board for the use of this fund for other purposes.  Mr. Brunsell stated that it 
is unfair to take money out of the maintenance fund for other projects even if it is a 
project that happens to be in the upper reaches of Clearwater River or a new project near 
the 1980 project.  
 Components of the original 1980 project were:  County Ditch 20 Project, Kingston 
Wetland Project, Annandale Wetland Project, Lake Augusta Erosion Control Project, Lake 
Augusta Aeration Project, Upper Lakes Aeration and Fish Removal Project, Upper Watkins 
Wetland Isolation Project, and several Non-Point Abatement Projects.  Funding for the 1980 
project and the maintenance fund has been from Clearwater, Augusta, and Grass Lake with 
these three lakes paying 84% of the original one million district share of the 1980 
project and are paying this same percentage for all money that has been raised by special 
assessments to fund maintenance to the present time.  Assessment rate for funding the 
original project and the maintenance was much lower for the upper lakes, as low as only 
11% of Clearwater Lake rate.  The cities of Annandale, South Haven, Kimball, and Watkins 
paid nothing for the original 1980 project and for funding the maintenance fund.  The same 
goes for property on the Clearwater River, the farm land and other types of property off 
the lakes. In the year 2000 the general fund tax levy was $62,000 and now is $250,000.  
Mr. Brunsell continued that small projects should be able to be funded by this General 
Fund Levy.  
 MN Stat. Section 103D.631, subd. 2, provides that “The cost of normal or routine 
maintenance of the projects of the watershed district shall be paid from the maintenance 
fund on the order of the managers.”  Managers may establish a maintenance fund for the 

project and assess the benefited properties the cost of such normal or routine 
maintenance.  In 2003, an attorney’s opinion stated that as maintenance fund can only be 

used for normal or routine maintenance, and that the District cannot use the funds for 
performing studies, surveys, or data acquisition, either alone or in cooperation with 
another governmental entity, on projects or potential projects not currently a part of the 
Project, as amended.  
 Tom Bacon, CLPO President, offered to attend a CRWD meeting to support the statute 
rule.  Board approved.  Tom is to be notified of a request and given a description of the 
proposed project.  
 Newsletter:  Sandy Jerpseth stated that with the use of e-mail addresses, mailing 
expense savings could be $250.  Bill Lovgren offered suggestions to improve address spread 
sheets.   An e-mail address sign-up sheet will be available at annual meeting.      Next 
newsletter will include the annual meeting agenda and a “Community Page” listing community 

happenings such as Triathlon, Farm Market, and Concerts.  Advertisements will be 
confirmed.  Keith Jerpseth offered a suggestion for a combination of a full page ad and 
business card size ad for next year issues. With the help of Diane Polman, the newsletter 
will be ready for mailing mid-May. An e-mail will request volunteers to help with the 
mailing. An article covering real estate market trends will be in next newsletter.

 New Lake Property Owners:   Kathy Irwin, membership chairman, will present a “Welcome 

Basket” to new lake property owners.  A card, a lake map, and an Annandale Summer Magazine were 

suggested as gift ideas.  Value limit is $5 for each basket.  
 Membership Map:  Vi Novotne has identified all the lake property owners with a name label 
on a large lake map.  CLPO members will have a gold star.  
 Milfoil Treatment:  CLPO has insurance at a flat fee for a changeable limit and worker 
liability coverage.  Chemical has arrived and treatment is planned in 1-2 weeks.  For swimmers 
itch control at the swimming/boating area at Truman’s Point, motion was made by Keith Jerpseth, 

Lee Carlson second and motion approved for the application using four bags of chemical.  
 Annual Meeting:   Saturday, June 5, 2010, 8 a.m., coffee and  rolls, 9 a.m., Annual 
Meeting   Dean Flygare received a quote for reusable meeting announcement signs with wire 
stands and changeable dates at $30 each.  Motion was made, seconded and approved that signs may 
be purchased at a cost of no more than $500.  Signs are to be placed the week end before the 
meeting.  Arrow signs will be placed for the Annual Picnic, Sunday, August 8, Jerry Truman’s 

Point.  
 Sirens:  CLPO has a yearly contract for $350 that covers maintenance and batteries for 
the two storm warning sirens.  Wright County will soon have the ability to single out siren 
locations when providing warnings.     
 Central Sewer Project:  Dean Flygare will give an update of the proposed project at the 
annual meeting.  
 Grant Funding for Milfoil Control:   Rep Ken Ekem, Clearwater Watershed Board Manager 
Mark Kampa and CLPO President Tom Bacon will meet in St. Paul, May 3, 2010, to discuss grant 
funding requirements.  The milfoil chemical required is not selective and kills all plant 
growth.   
 
No further business, the meeting ended at 8:30 p.m.

Once again this year, John and Linda Dingmann of Dingmann Marine and More will be hosting 
Preston and Paulzine, a local band, on the sandbar by Truman’s Point.  For those of you who came 
last year or heard the band from your homes, you know what a good variety of music they play. 
 Many people parked their boats, grilled and swam while enjoying the music.  This year the band will 
play on Saturday July 3rd, starting at 2:00 p.m.  John and Linda invite you to join them again this 
year for a great time.   
 
As a matter of courtesy we ask that all boaters please remember to pick up whatever you bring with 
you on the lake.  Truman’s have been quite gracious to allow boaters to use their area.  Please pick 
up your trash! 
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THE MANY ROLES OF THE CRWD 
 The Clearwater River Watershed District (CRWD) gathers water quality data for 
lakes and streams during the open water season. This data is generated from water 
samples that are analyzed in a certified lab. That data, along with citizen Secchi 
disk readings, provides water surface quality trends in the District. A water quality 
report, along with recommendations, is developed each year and is available on the 
CRWD's website at http://www.crwd.org/ 
 Sediment in certain lakes has been collected and analyzed in the District. This 
data supplements the water quality data, especially when considering internal loading 
in lakes. 
 The CRWD has implemented a number of projects to improve surface water quality 
in the District, such as the 1980 Clean Water Partnership- and local resident-funded 
establishment of the Lake Augusta Erosion Control Project, the Kingston Wetland 
Enhancement Project, the Watkins Wetland Isolation Unit, the Watkins Wetland South 
Enhancement Project, Tri-county Conservation Tillage Project, and rough fish removal.  
 The CRWD owns and operates four community wastewater treatment systems that 
serve a total of 134 hook-ups. The CRWD is the ditch authority over 
Meeker County Ditch #20 North. 
 Incentive programs have been developed by the District to either supplement 
existing cost-share programs or provide an incentive where no other exists. These 
incentive programs assist with ag-buffers, lakeshore buffers, rain gardens, feedlots, 
lakescaping, and soil erosion control measures. City stormwater management plans have 
been developed by the District for the cities of Kimball, Watkins, and Annandale. 
These plans assisted the cities in growth planning, stormwater management, and 
recreational area development.  
 Education and promotion of District Activities are accomplished by development 
of a biannual brochure, annual Annandale Expo participation, annual bus tour for 
residents, attendance at lake association meetings, Wright County Fifth Grade Days, 
and attendance at city council meetings, township board meetings, and county sponsored 
functions. 
 Watershed districts have the authority to order water quality improvement 
projects. The most recent project is called the Cedar, Albion, Swartout, and Henshaw 
Lakes Water Quality Improvement Project 06-1. This project’s goal is to improve water 
quality in all four lakes by removing and isolating rough fish, buffering of ditches 
and waterways, and construction of sediment basins to be followed up each year with 
intensive monitoring to track progress. 
 Watershed Districts can fill a number of roles. Sometimes they are the leader of 
an effort; other times they are a partner; and still again, they may facilitate the 
development of an effort.

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 These are hands down the best chocolate cookies I've had for a long time. They're also 
really easy to make, melt in your mouth, perfect balance with gooey chocolate and crunchy 
nuts. Just keep in mind, they're so rich you need to be a chocolate lover to enjoy, and eat 
them with a tall glass of milk! 

Chocolate Decadence Cookies………Prep: 45 minutes ………Bake: 8 minutes/batch  
 
Ingredients 

1/4 cup unbleached all-purpose flour  
1/4 tsp. baking powder  
1/8 tsp. salt  
8 oz. bittersweet or semisweet chocolate (not more than 60 percent cacao), chopped  
2 Tbsp. butter  
2 eggs  
1/2 cup sugar  
1 tsp. vanilla  
6 oz. bittersweet or semisweet chocolate, chopped  
2-1/2 cups walnut or pecan halves, broken in large pieces and toasted  
Directions  ************************************************************************* 

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. Adjust oven racks; one in upper third of oven and one in 
lower third. Line two large baking sheets with parchment paper; set aside. In small bowl 
stir together flour, baking powder, and salt (flour amount may seem low but is correct); 
set aside.  
2. In microwave-safe bowl combine chocolate and butter. Melt at 50 percent power (medium) 
about 2 minutes. Stir frequently until chocolate is almost melted. Remove. Stir to complete 
melting; set aside.  
3. In medium heatproof bowl whisk together eggs, sugar, and vanilla. Place skillet 1/4 full 
of barely simmering water. Gently whisk 2 minutes or just until warm (about 100 percent F). 
Stir egg mixture into melted chocolate. Stir in flour mixture until combined. Stir in 
walnuts and 6 oz. chopped chocolate.  
4. Spoon lightly rounded tablespoonfuls 1-1/2 inches apart on baking sheets. Bake, on 
separate racks, 8 to 10 minutes or until cookie surface appears dry, set, and slightly 
lighter in color (centers will be gooey), exchanging sheets to opposite rack halfway 
through baking. Slide parchment paper with cookies onto wire racks to cool completely. 
Makes 30 to 36 cookies.  

 

These are really good ...I didn't have the parchment paper, but just baking them on a 
plain cookie sheet worked fine. I made these in Florida while our son was there with us, 
and half of them disappeared before I even got them cooled off.  I would definitely make

Did you know????? 
 Generally speaking, to operate a motorized boat greater than 25 hp a person must be 12 years of age 

and they must either have: a watercraft operators permit in possession, or someone at least 21 years of 

age on board in reach of the controls.  
 To operate a personal watercraft, a person must be 13 years old and they must either have a person 21 

years of age on board, or a watercraft operator’s permit in possession. 

 A deputy from the Wright County Sheriff’s Office – Recreational Enforcement Division will be attending the 

upcoming CLPO Annual Meeting.  They will be available to answer more questions regarding boating 

safety and regulations.  Hope to see you there!
